Participants may
be provided with services such as job skills training, work experience, job readiness
training, child care assistance, transportation, and other work related expenses.

In order to be eligible for TANF the following criteria apply: There must be a child in
the home under age 18 and will graduate from high school before the age of

19, Child is going to school regularly if he is between the ages 15 and 18, The child
is living with a parent or other relatives, Is a citizen of the U.S. or an eligible
immigrant
