Guests could receive up to 15 days of treatment: 24-hour supervision, art therapy,
group sessions, individual counseling, medication evaluation, therapeutic arts,
acupuncture, and more. Services are provided by a multidisciplinary team of
psychiatrists, counselors, nurses, qualified mental health providers and contracted
healthcare professionals. RACSB also uses the home to provide intensive supports
for individuals beginning its Medication Assisted Treatment program.
