If you are homeless and in need of assistance, the Housing Resource Center
program is your first stop on the way to stability and permanent housing. No
appointment is necessary.

When a client begins the intake process, they are interviewed by an intake
specialist. The interview includes assessment questions to determine if additional
services, such as healthcare, mental health services and substance dependence
treatment are necessary. Clients also receive short-term case planning that typically
involves referral and coordination with other Richmond-area agencies. Referral and
assessment services are provided.
